General Information

Amigo@GT FS 275 is an insecticide and fungicide combination product, of 2 active ingredients -
imidacloprid 175gll + thiram 100g/l.

The formulationcombinesthe systemicand contactaction of imidaclopridagainstsoil and early sucking
insectswiththe broadefficacyof Thiramagainstdifferentfungalseedlingdiseases. Thiscombinedmode
of action is advantageousfor a rapidand healthyseedlingdevelopmentin maize.

Imidacloprid;
Imidacloprid belongs to a chemical class of the chloronicotinyls. It has systemic properties and residual
activity. The mode of action of imidacloprid is based on an interference with the transmission of impulses
in the nervous system of insects.

Imidacloprid acts as an acute contact and stomach poison and has a broad spectrum of activity against
sucking insects such as aphids, leafhoppers, thrips and white flies and provides additional control against
soil pests like wireworms, beetles, termites, ants and other insect pests.

Immediateiy after sowing the Amigo@ dressed seed, the moisture in the soil activates the imidacloprid
insecticide on the seed, which then diffuses out forming a protective zone around the seed and the active
ingredient starts displaying its protective action as soon as it comes into direct contact with soil pests
(contact effect) - pests are prevented from reaching the roots on which they normally feed.
